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DESCRIPTION:

The Celebration of Teaching, Learning, Research & Scholarly Activity (CoTL) event provides an opportunity to showcase the activities/work of faculty, staff and students engaged in the teaching and learning process; recognize the work of new program development teams; and showcase examples of research and scholarly activity.  This annual event was initiated in 2006 and is organized by the Office of the Vice-President, Education.  It is typically held the third Thursday in May from 4:00-6:30 p.m. in the New Westminster Campus cafeteria or David Lam Campus atrium (alternating years).  A call for exhibitors goes out to Faculties from the VP Education’s office early in the year.  Deans are asked to provide the VP Education with names of new program development team members so that they can be presented with a program innovation award at the Celebration of Teaching, Learning, Research & Scholarly Activity event.
