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DESCRIPTION:

The Faculty Emeritus award was created in 2004 as a way to recognize excellence at Douglas College.  As well as having made an outstanding contribution to the College community, faculty who receive this award remain engaged in College activities such as mentorship, scholarship and academic planning.  Faculty are nominated by their peers for their excellence in teaching or in related work, for their contribution to their discipline or area, for their contribution to the College, and for their desire to continue to participate in College activities.  As of January 2010, there were 26 faculty with the title Faculty Emeritus.
STEPS:

1.
A call for nominations is sent out by email from the VP Education’s office to all employees in April each year.
2.
Nomination packages must be received in the VP Education’s office by October 31st of each year (for potential appointment in the Fall term).

3.
The Vice-President’s Academic Council (VPAC) considers all nominations and makes recommendation to the President for final approval.

3.
Recipients are formally recognized at the February Board meeting.
