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DESCRIPTION:

The purpose of the Scholarly Activity Fund is to assist College employees to remain current and actively engaged in their scholarly communities.

Each year in February and September a call is sent out College-wide asking for applications for grants from the Scholarly Activity Fund of up to $3,000. The deadlines for the submission of applications are March 15 and October 15. The maximum amount available is $3,000 per person per academic year.
The Scholarly Activity Coordinator can be contacted prior to submission of applications to provide assistance.

It is important to ensure that the current application form is being used as this is reviewed by the Scholarly Activity Fund Adjudication Committee each May. The current form can be obtained from the Vice President, Education’s office or from the myDouglas Scholarly Activity website.

When completing applications, applicants should ensure that all questions are answered concisely in layman’s terms and that the application is signed by the Dean. 

Once the applications are received by the Office of the Vice President, Education, they are reviewed by the Scholarly Activity Adjudication Committee. This committee recommends successful applicants to the Vice President’s Academic Council who, in turn, request approval from the Senior Management Team. Typically the approval process takes about four to six weeks, depending on when the applications are received in relation to VPAC and SMT meetings.

Successful applicants are required to report their area of study/papers to the College community and should use their funds within one year.
